LIBYA AND PLACES

The awful situation in Libya appears to entering its end game as | write.
Gaddafi is in hiding, and the opposition has taken control of Tripoli. What
will happen for quite a long time (as it has done and is doing in Afghanistan
and other places) is that an insurgency will arise, and the ousted regime
and its supporters will bomb, kill, and maim many more innocent people.

When there is tyranny in a country then any attempt to challenge it or
overthrow it will always lead to a worsening of the situation as it has done
in Libya, and even in Syria. Should this stop concerned nations from
intervening? | am in a quandary because the Christian ideal is to love even
our enemy, yet it is hard to stand idly by.

And then | look at places like Zimbabwe and China where there is also
persecution of those who think differently from the governing authority.
Yet we do not get involved. There are other countries in the Arab world
which we similarly leave alone. Something doesn’t add up.

Maybe it is all to do with economics. There is oil in Libya so we want to
liberate it, but China is a significant trading partner. Many of the countries
experiencing drought and starvation presently have sufficient food and
other resources to feed their people, yet the corrupt government seek to
keep the folk cowed by keeping them hungry. We also leave them alone.

THE RIOTS

And our own country has not been without its own problems lately.
There are those who take the view that the courts are treating the
looters and rioters very harshly. Well, the ones who aren’t corporate
looters, that is. When it comes to bankers and the like taking huge
bonuses, that seems to be alright. The lad who got six months prison for
taking a £3.50 Bottle of water puts this into great contrast. It really does
beg the question as to why we acquiesce to those who make wealth (as it
seems the bankers claim to do) taking huge amounts of money and large
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pension pots for their pains, while those who can’t find work, or who
have to take very low paid jobs, receive very little.

The Christian response to this will come from both ends of the political
spectrum, but most commentators agree that reducing costs on the public
purse by reducing services will not ease the situation at all, but rather it
will exacerbate it. Young people of all colours and all backgrounds will feel
disaffected if they are left with nothing constructive or gainful to do. And
when they see bankers and their ilk, and even some MPs getting away with
taking lots of money they will start to think they have a right to some too.

Christians, in my humble opinion, should speak up for the disaffected and
the poor, and against those who accrue fortunes while others exhaust
themselves to survive.

Unfortunately, when this is said out load, those who say it lay themselves
open to accusations of not knowing what they are talking about. People f
al faiths need to read up and learn from the history of these matters and
not listen solely to the politicians. There is a noble tradition of Christian
activism in the social sector, and many slum priests of the past and present
are testament to this.

At the point when | was first seeking to respond to God’s calling me to
ordained ministry a wise priest said to me, “David, clergy are like horse
manure - spread thinly they get the garden growing, but piled up all
together they just make a stink!” It was an old joke even thirty years ago,
but it’s one | remember whenever I'm off to attend the House of Bishops
or General Synod, and it has come to mind again as we get ready this
month for the first Diocesan Clergy Conference we have had in my time
in Worcester.

Like most of the jokes that pass the test of time, it has a grain of
truth in it. The Church’s licensed and ordained ministers are called to
spend the vast majority of their time in their parishes and chaplaincies,
growing the Church and Kingdom through their distinctive contribution to
the ministry of all the baptised that is God’s mission. And I’'ve spent more
hours of my life than | care to recall in clergy meetings that have
descended into either competitive bragging, “my ministry is more fruitful
than yours”, or communal whinging about difficult funeral directors, over-
demanding bishops and the intricacies of the Faculty system.

Also, like most good jokes, it’s an exaggeration.

I'll be packing my bags later this month with a real sense of
excitement and expectation. I'm looking forward to spending several days
in the company of a large body of people deeply committed to living and
proclaiming the Christian Faith and to responding to what the Holy Spirit
is up to in the Diocese of Worcester. As we share our individual stories,
I'll be looking to recognise the common themes and patterns that are the
clues to where the most significant opportunities and challenges are
arising, and hence where a Bishop’s contribution can be most effective. I'll
be enjoying praying with a body of people who, more commonly, | am
praying for. And whilst the formal sessions and worship will be vital
ingredients of the event, I'll also be looking forward to the informal chats
and socialising that strengthen the friendships among us and so underpin
the more formal occasions when | meet with our clergy and lay workers
back in the Diocese.

UNLOCKING THE GATES TO THE GARDEN OF LOVE
Gospel: Matthew 23:13-22

“But woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you lock people out of
the kingdom of heaven. For you do not go in yourselves, and when others are
going in, yfaou stop them. Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you
cross sea and land to make a single convert, and you make the new convert
twice as much a child of hell as yourselves. “Woe to you, blind guides, who say,
‘Whoever swears by the sanctuary is bound by nothing, but whoever swears by
the gold of the sanctuary is bound by the oath.” You blind fools! For which is
greater, the gold or the sanctuary that has made the gold sacred? And you say,
‘Whoever swears by the altar is bound by nothing, but whoever swears by the
gift that is on the altar is bound by the oath.” How blind you are! For which is
greater, the gift or the altar that makes the gift sacred? So whoever swears by
the altar, swears by it and by everything on it; and whoever swears by the
sanctuary, swears by it and by the one who dwells in it; and whoever swears by
heaven, swears by the throne of God and by the one who is seated upon it.

May | speak in the name of the Divine Trinity
% the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Amen.

It seemed to me that there is a lot of swearing in our Gospel reading this
morning. Now, if | were lecturing at a theological college, | could have a
lot of fun with that, but the sort of language | would need to illustrate it
would not be appropriate to this holy and beautiful place. Instead,
something else leapt out at me — “You who shut up the kingdom of
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heaven in men’s faces, neither going in yourselves, nor allowing others to
go in who want to”.

It’s a pretty bracing image, isn’t it? And maybe some of us recognise
in that awful picture of jealousy and small-mindedness, ourselves. It made
me think of a poem by William Blake. Poetry scares me, but this one stuck
in my mind many years ago, and here it is:

The Garden of Love

| went to the Garden of Love,
And saw what | never had seen:
A Chapel was built in the midst,
Where | used to play on the green.

And the gates of this Chapel were shut,
And “"Thou shalt not” writ over the door;
So | turn’d to the Garden of Love
That so many sweet flowers bore;

And | saw it was filled with graves,
And tomb-stones where flowers should be;
And Priests in black gowns were walking their rounds,
And binding with briars my joys & desires.

Sometimes | think | can see Mr Blake’s sad face as he gazes through the
railings at something that once was beautiful, and thinks of all his joys and
desires that others want to suffocate and hurt. Of course, the modern
mind — perhaps it was ever thus - thinks of sex when it hears about “joys
and desires”, but, for a change, something quite different came to my
mind.

| was making a funeral visit, preparing the order of service, with the
daughter and only child of a lady who had lived into her late nineties and
been away with the fairies for most of the last decade. She was one of
those for whom Heaven would not have been a surprise. Her late husband
had been a war hero, literally the man who went down with the ship,
having tried his best to send everyone else to safety. For years after
grateful colleagues would knock at her door and offer their thanks that he
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had saved their lives. “Of course, | couldn’t let them in”, she used to say,
“What would the neighbours think?”

She and her daughter — the lady | was visiting — were evacuated to
Oxford during that war, along with other members of their family, from
London. | heard tales of marvellous family parties, singing round the piano.
And every time, the last song was “Maybe It’s Because I’'m a Londoner”.

We got to a sticky bit in the order of service — what music to have
at the end? My friend was quite exhausted by now, and said “Oh, let’s just
have what we had at the start, or let the organist do whatever he likes”. |
said, “What about “Maybe It’s Because 'm a Londoner”?” She said “Oh
no, | don’t think that would be appropriate”. | said “Why ever not?”
“Well, it wouldn’t be allowed” | straightened up to the full height of my
pomposity and said, “I’'m taking the service, whatever | allow, is allowed”.
“But | don’t have a recording”. “I’'m a Londoner, | do ....”

At the end of that service at the Crematorium, she led her children
and grandchildren singing that happy song, indeed, positively dancing, out
of the chapel. | confess, | joined in.

Just for once, though | was indeed in a black gown, and | was walking
my round, | had managed to kick open the door, take “Thou Shalt Not”
from the lintel, and dig up the briars. And it felt marvellous.

Alas for you, scribes, and Pharisees, and hypocrites, who choose to
stand guard over a locked door. Hear the voice of the Good News which
says: Kick it down, replant those sweet flowers, and shed your black
gowns, because the garden is meant for Love, and let God show you there
is a world of joy and delight that you are missing out on.

BACK TO CHURCH SUNDAY
25 SEPTEMBER 2011

The day when we are encouraged to invite people to come back to
church is becoming a regular feature of our church year. Over 100,000
people came back to Church last year across the country. Statistics show
that in participating churches an average congregation increased by over
20%,; that figure was 40% in the Diocese of Worcester. We were ranked
3rd out of 58 participating dioceses and other denominational groups, for
the number of churches taking part.

St Barnabas with Christ Church in Worcester has been participating
in Back to Church Sunday for several years with mixed results but felt that
last year it made a perfect focus for showcasing the work going on in the
parish. St Barnabas celebrated its 125th anniversary in 2010, which gave
opportunity to reflect on the successes of the past and also launch an
ambitious plan to re-develop the back of Church to help safeguard the
future, developing mission and vision. One year on there’s much to
celebrate but still much to do.

In preparation for Back to Church Sunday, a questionnaire, based on
the marks of a healthy church, is being sent out to everyone on the
electoral roll. People are also invited to send back ideas and a view of
what is going well and what needs to be developed in the parish. An
invitation also encourages everyone to come to St Barnabas on September
25th to share in the worship-centred discussion and stay on for lunch
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afterwards. The archdeacon will be on hand to work through the results
of that with people at a special evening afterwards.

The 25th will also be a chance for the congregation to meet Rick
Tett, the new Community Missioner, who will be based at the Tolladine
vicarage. Rick will be helping develop a Christian Community House as a
focus for hospitality and Christian presence in the locality.

Meanwhile at Christ Church in Tolladine on the 25th, there will be a
Harvest Service with Harvest lunch to follow, linked into a newly launched
monthly After School Club at nearby Gorse Hill School which is one of
three schools that the Church has been visiting for three years leading
weekly “Open the Book” Assemblies. The Club will be making Harvest
decorations for the Tolly Centre which houses Christ Church. The
previous week though, a similar club kicking off in St. Barnabas School will
link with a re-launch of children’s and youth work at St Barnabas for the
new school year. Known as BBatS (Barney’s Bunch at School) they will link
with the all age service on the |8th, or “BBatS to Church Sunday”!

The Revd. Peter Haddleton, Rector of the Parish says, ‘September
marks a new start for us in lots of ways. We feel sure Rick Tett and his
family will connect with many in our community for whom the Church has
seemed irrelevant. In other ways, there is much good will towards the
Church here; and we want everyone to feel they can contribute to our
vision of the Church being right at the heart of our community. This year,
Back to Church Sunday gives us an ideal way to knit together these
different but complementary strands of mission.”

The Diocesan Clergy Conference takes place at High Leigh Conference
Centre in Hertfordshire (part of the Swanwick family of Christian
conference centres) this month from September 26th until the 29th.

The theme of the conference will be ‘Confidence in our Calling’. Its
purpose is to encourage and refresh clergy in their calling so that they
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might the more effectively minister in God’s Church. They will be assisted
in this by keynote speakers the Revd. Prof. Alister McGrath, Ann Morisy,
Andrew Dilnot and Cathy Ross, who will be leading a daily Bible study.
The speakers will reflect on faith from various perspectives and help
clergy to stand up for it in a sceptical and sometimes hostile environment.
Clergy will also engage in group discussions and attend workshops and
seminars on subjects ranging from stress-busting to financial planning, use
of technology in worship and senses in praying, drama and caring for the
environment. There’ll also be entertainment and a time to relax!

Bishop John commented, ‘These fast changing times provide great
opportunity as well as challenge for clergy. | hope and pray that this
Conference will encourage and refresh us all in our particular calling. It
will be a wonderful opportunity for us to be together to seek God’s
inspiration and guidance. | hope that it will also be a very enjoyable time
for everyone who comes’.

The end of the conference will also the 2020 Group launching the
‘Kingdom people’ resources to help us all in our parishes discern together
where God is leading us in mission for the decade ahead.

Canon Robert Jones, who has led the planning group said ‘It is
refreshing and inspiring to come together as clergy and take a good look
at our work together in a more relaxed way, stepping back from the
parish. We are looking forward to being together with colleagues from
our links abroad and returning to our ministry and parishes with renewed
strength and confidence in our calling.’

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ECO VICARAGES

In line with the our diocesan policy to reduce our negative environmental
impact on the planet, two new ‘Zero Carbon’ vicarages are now being
built in the Diocese of Worcester. As the Archbishop of Canterbury has
said “For the Church of the 21st century, good ecology is not an optional
extra but a matter of justice. It is therefore central to what it means to be
a Christian”.

Redditch and Kingswinford are the sites of a new generation of ‘Eco
Vicarages’. They are being built to a completely green specification -
putting environmental considerations at the top of the priority list..

These vicarages are being built from low carbon materials, for
example recycled aggregate concrete blocks for the walls and a slate roof,
and are designed to require the minimum amount of energy to run.
Recycled newspaper is used to insulate the loft and the windows are triple
glazed. No central heating boilers will be fitted, the heat being provided by
solar gain and that generated by the occupants; the houses have high levels
of air tightness. Hot water will be provided by solar panels on the roof
and electricity by electricity generating panels. There will also be a
rainwater collection system for flushing the toilets and supplying the
outside taps and the landscaping of each site will be designed from an
environmental point of view.

Mark Wild, the Diocesan Surveyor, said: “We are leading the way in
alternative vicarage design and the recent visit from other diocesan
surveyors and property managers underlines this. Building the vicarages in
this way demonstrates our commitment to reducing our carbon footprint.
We anticipate that it will cost around £100 to heat the house for a year
compared to £2000 for many of our current vicarages.”

The cost of these new vicarages is being financed from the sale of
existing houses, which were no longer viable as vicarages, in terms of
layout and cost to run, or were not needed as there are fewer clergy.

Experience of building in an eco-friendly manner has already been
gained through the development of the Archdeacon of Worcester’s office.
This was built as an extension to his home to similarly green specifications.
However, the two vicarages will be the first complete houses to be built in
this manner.

THE BIG BIBLE STUDY

The King James Bible is a book that changed the world; its phrases are on
the lips of millions, its cadences the music of English literature. In America
it inspired the rhetoric of politicians from Abraham Lincoln to Martin
Luther King, and has thus been a potent weapon in the struggle for
freedom and social justice.

The King James Bible was the culmination of an heroic 80 year
struggle to give the English people a Bible in their own tongue. William
Tyndale (1494-1536) was the first to translate the New Testament from
the original Greek. It was a capital crime to render the words of scripture
into English and after publishing further editions of his New Testament,
and an incomplete Old Testament, Tyndale was arrested by the agents of
Sir Thomas More and burned at the stake. But his dream of creating a
Bible that could be understood by the simplest ploughboy had been
realised. Ironically, just two years later Henry VIl commissioned the first
authorized translation of the Bible into English. The compiler of this ‘Great
Bible’, Myles Coverdale, relied heavily on Tyndale’s work, whose phrases
were now part of the English language.

Events to mark the 400th anniversary of the King James Bible have
been going on all year across the country. On 24 September, as part of
the anniversary year, the Big Bible Study will be hosted at Worcester
Cathedral. The ecumenical event will involve two different styles of bible
study, which look at modern versions of the scriptures, and will be led by
Bishop John, along with the Roman Catholic Archbishop for Birmingham,
Bernard Longley.

Sue Adeney, part of the organising group, explains the structure of
the Big Bible study morning at the Cathedral: “We’ll be starting at |0am
with a dialogue between the Bishop and Archbishop on the impact of
scripture on our culture and the life of our churches. After this we’ll split
into groups of around |5 people which will be spread throughout the
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Cathedral and will look at the passage using a meditative approach known
as Lectio Divina. There’ll then be a second address which will lead into use
of the imagination in engaging with the scriptures from an Ignation
perspective, concluding with an invitation to people to enter into a Bible
scene using this method. The whole process will be directed centrally the
bishops, there will be no group leaders.”

Following the bible study there will be a period of responsive
worship after which participants can stay to share in a picnic lunch
together. There will also be a marketplace of bible organisations and
hopefully a parallel opportunity for children and young people to
participate. The University of Sheffield Theology Department will be
staging an exhibition in the Cathedral on the day.

Churches are encouraged to bring a group and maybe invite those
who normally do not participate in Bible study groups. The shared picnic
lunch will give churches an opportunity to share a meal together
afterwards and maybe have a look at what the Cathedral has on offer like
a trip up the tower or a tour.

Sue continues: “We hope that this will be a refreshing approach to
bible study and a wonderful way of rediscovering the bible alongside our
fellow Christians from other churches”.

END-TIME PROPHET (AND MESSIAH'S MUM)
JOANNA SOUTHCOTT

IN A SECRET LOCATION somewhere in England lies a box. Inside are
the revelations of Joanna Southcott, which may only be read when every
bishop of the Church of England assembles to open it. Which is a shame,
because they're said to contain very important information about the end
of the world.

Joanna Southcott was a Devon upholsterer and end-time prophet
born in 1750. Till the age of 42 she was nothing more exciting than a
Methodist, but then she started getting messages from God and issuing
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thousands of paper “seals” guaranteeing salvation. She also wrote
prophetic poems and published 65 books.

But the best stuff was put in the box until “all twenty-four bishops of
the Church” should come and read it. Evidently the apocalypse is easier to
foresee than the expansion of the episcopate.

At 64, Southcott announced that she was pregnant with the new
Messiah and her followers made a magnificent cot for him. She went into
labour on 25 December 1814 and cried out that the child was being born
through her side. “Thus the ethereal invisible body was taken by angels
back to the Throne of God.” She died two days later, saying in her will
that she had been deluded by the Devil.

Her following thrived and in 1927, after a bus advertising campaign, a
psychic researcher decided to arrange a meeting in London for press and
bishops, and the Southcottians apparently gave him the box. Only the
suffragan Bishop of Grantham came, but figuring it was as good as they
were going to get, they opened the box. Inside, they found a romantic
novel, a French court calendar, a pistol, a night cap and a dice cup.

The Southcottians said they'd got the wrong box, and they guard the
true one, along with the cot, in a secret location to this day. They also
offer one-inch square bits of cloth, as God instructed Southcott, with the
power to heal all ailments and personality problems — but they suggest
users remain under the care of a doctor.

SAINT OF THE CHURCH
Allen Gardiner - Commemorated on 6 September

Born at Basildon near Wallingford in Berkshire in 1794,Allen Gardiner
entered the Royal Naval College in Portsmouth in 1808 and went to sea
two years later. He served in many parts of the world and saw action
most notably in 1813 when he earned distinction for his part in the
capture of an American frigate off the coast of Chile. A successful naval
officer, he had reached the rank of commander when he resigned from
the service in 1826.
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Brought up in a Christian family, Gardiner’s faith had been ‘on old’
until the death of his mother while he was away at sea when he began a
process of his rediscovery of the truth of Christianity. A visit to South
America on HMS Dauntless in 1821 first aroused an interest and concern
for the indigenous peoples of that continent, for so long abused and
exploited by Europeans. He made the decision to devote his life to
mission work and, following the death of his first wife Julia in 1834, he set
out to work among the Zulus of South Africa. But attacks on Zulu
territory by the Boers made effective mission work impossible and with
his second wife Elizabeth he sought new spheres for missionary service.

He and his family went first to South America, crossing the
ontinent overland by pack mule from Buenos Aires to Santiago distributing
Scripture. But he made little headway with the suspicious Indians who
regarded English missionaries with the same hostility as their Spanish
conquerors. Gardiner’s next project was in Papua New Guinea, but the
hostility of its Dutch rulers frustrated this plan.

But Gardiner’s vision for South America remained and to further it
he founded the Patagonian Missionary Society in 1844. A Bible-distributing
mission to the Gran Chaco in 1845 aroused the hostility of the local
Roman Catholics so he turned to the far south. A preliminary expedition
in 1847 convinced him that it was right to target Tierra del Fuego, where
he returned with companions in1850. But native hostility and the lack of
food in this remote area doomed the expedition to starvation. Gardiner
died on Picton Island probably on 6 September 1851, four months before
the arrival of HMS Dido, which buried Gardiner and retrieved his journal,
which was still in his hands and in which he had written the words, ‘Let
not this mission fail’. An answer to this prayer became apparent as the
Patagonian Missionary Society was revitalized by news of Gardiner’s tragic
death. In 1864 it was renamed the South American Missionary Society and
became the Church of England’s principal channel of mission to that
continent.
